Article 2.Governing Rules 
 
Unless specifically addressed within these articles, all race regulations for the Alexian Brothers Tour of Elk 
Grove will be governed by the 2009 USA Cycling (USAC) Rules for Road, Track, and Cyclocross.

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Article 3a. Participation 
 

The Pro Three-Day Stage Race is open to only the following:

Competition is by teams and individuals.  For the Pro team competition teams shall be composed of a 
maximum of 8 riders to a minimum of 4.

Take I-90 to Arlington Heights Road, Exit and turn south and go approximately 2 miles to Elk Grove 
Boulevard turn east (left) and proceed to 225 Elk Grove Blvd for registration and race headquarters. 
 
Team representatives or individual riders are requested to confirm their registration and collect their race 
numbers at race headquarters beginning one hour before the start of the Time Trial.  No late entries will be 
accepted.  
 
The team managers meeting will be organized in accordance with USA Cycling regulation 4F3, in the 
presence of the Members of Commissaries Panel.  See Key Meetings and Events for more information on the 
team managers meeting. 
 
Article 5.  Race Number Placement 
 
Time Trial:  Race number placement for the time trial shall be one number placed on the right side of the 
jersey (Criterium style) or center of back. 
 
 Road Race: Each participant will use all race numbers provided.  One prominently displayed on the right 
side (Criterium style) and one appearing on the participant’s left jersey pocket and the numbers are vertical 
(European style).  Frame numbers should be displayed either behind the head tube or behind the seat.  
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Criterium:  Each participant will use all race numbers provided.  One prominently displayed on each side of 
the body (typical Criterium fashion).  Frame numbers should be displayed either behind the head tube or 
behind the seat.  
 
Article 6.  Team Cars 
 
Team cars will be allowed for the stage one time trial and the stage two road race.  Cars must be driven only 
by licensed team personnel. Team cars for the road race will be allowed only for teams with four riders or 
more.

Technical Guide 

 

STAGE 1 – TIME TRIAL – At 5:30 P.M. FRIDAY JULY 31 st (Stage 1) 
Time Trial Course (7.24K-4.5 miles) 
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STAGE 1 – TIME TRIAL – COURSE DESCRIPTION  

The course is one lap of a 7.24K (7242 meters) or 4.5 miles with five turns, with a long finishing straight.  The course is on 
residential and business streets of Elk Grove Village.  Please be aware and courteous of public and private property.  Public 
urination will not be tolerated at this event.  Port-a-Pots will be located at the neutral support area located at Victoria Lane and 
Elk Grove Boulevard and near the start/finish area located at both Audubon Park (behind the announcers trailer) and in the 
Hattendorf Center (located behind the corporate VIP area) The start and finish line is located adjacent to the Hattendorf Center 
parking lot (225 Elk Grove Blvd.). 

RIDER SIGN-IN / STAGING 

Time Trial Start List  - The top 10 finishers from 2008 will be placed in reverse order at the end of the 
time trial field with last year’s winner being the last racer slotted .The remaining start list will be 
determined by the Commissaries. 

 
STAGE 1 – TIME TRIAL – START LOCATION  

The start house for the time trial is located at the corner of Ridge and Elk Grove Boulevard 
approximately 100 meters west of the main stage start/finish location.  Team cars will line up in the 
parking lot just north of the start house.  Cars will be cued in the proper order to follow their riders. 

STAGE 1 – TIME TRIAL – LOGISTICS 

Streets will close at 3:00pm to allow warp-ups on the course. 

All athletes will line up according to their assigned times on Ridge Street north of Elk Grove Boulevard. 
Announcements will be continually broadcasted informing the next ten riders that they are about to 
begin. An electronic start list will be posted on a video screen near the start house.  The ramp is elevated 
12” high.  All riders must present themselves for checks on their bicycles no later then 15 minutes before 
their start time and are ultimately responsible to be in position to start the time trial at their designated 
time. 

Riders will start in 60 second intervals, but subject to change (announced at management meeting.) Any 
rider finishing in a time exceeding that of the winner by more than 5% shall not be placed.  The time 
limit may, in exceptional circumstances be increased by the Commissaire panel in agreement with the 
organizer. The order of finish will determine caravan order. 

Team cars will be allowed to follow the riders for the stage one time trial.  Every effort will be made to 
have riders on the same team spaced at start intervals approximately that will facilitate the team car to 
finish with one rider and be ready to go for the next.   Team cars will divert off the course just before the 
finish line onto Victoria Lane and come back to the start house where race staff will cue team cars in 
proper order to be launched after their next rider starts.  The following map shows this re-staging route.

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STAGE 2 – AT 3:30 P.M.  SATURDAY, AUGUST 1    (Stage 2) 
Road Race Course (156K – 97 miles – 10 laps) 
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STAGE 2 – ROAD RACE – COURSE DESCRIPTION  

The event is a 156km or 97 mile (10 laps) road race each lap is 9.6 miles and is entirely within Elk Grove 
Village.  The course is on residential and commercial streets of Elk Grove Village.  Please be aware and 
courteous of public and private property.  

RIDER SIGN-IN / STAGING 

Rider sign-in will be located at the Hattendorf Center, 225 Elk Grove Blvd, Elk Grove Village 
Sign-in will open at 2:15pm and closes at 3:00pm.  Riders must be at sign-in and be available for staging 
and introductions by 3:15pm.  The Start and Finish line is located on Elk Grove Boulevard adjacent to 
the Hattendorf Center parking lot (225 Elk Grove Blvd.). Riders outside a 5% finishing time will not be 
able to start the next stage. 

 

STAGE 2 – ROAD RACE – CARAVAN PROCEDURES 

·  Safety is most important in any situation 

·  Team vehicles may only be driven by licensed team personnel.  

·  Caravan procedures will be reviewed at the mandatory manager’s meeting  

·  All vehicles must be staged at the start line no later than 30 minutes prior to race start. Drivers must 
remain near their vehicles.  

·  The race commissaries are in charge of the race and the race caravan, follow their instructions.  
Speeding and reckless driving during will result in citations and ejection from the event.  The Tour of 
Elk Grove is held on public roads. 

·  On those roads that have two clearly marked lanes, the left lane is reserved for passage of vehicles 
performing technical support.  Those roads make up the passing zone described below in detail. All 
other vehicles must remain in single file towards the right side of the road.  In any case, all vehicles 
must yield to vehicles moving up for technical support during the transition stage of the event.  

·  Vehicles wishing to drop back shall pull to the far right hand side of the road and allow the caravan 
vehicles to pass on the left until their position is reached 

·  Passing zones for all team cars and the caravan will be on the three long straight roads that have 
clearly marked double lanes. These roads are Arlington Heights Road, Landmeier Road, and Tonne 
Road up to Lunt Ave.   This passing zone is also shown on the route map with a green line.   There 
will be a neutral support vehicle and a wheel assist motorbike that will follow in the caravan that will 
assist teams that don’t have a team car, as well as any other athlete that needs mechanical assistance 
on the road.  Additionally, there is a stationary neutral support area at the intersection of Elk Grove 
Blvd. and Victoria Lane that can be used.  However the road race will not allow any free laps and all 
athletes will need to resume racing and catch the rest of the riders after receiving support.  
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STAGE 2 – ROAD RACE – FEED ZONE  

The feed zone is just north of Howard Street on Ridge Ave.  Feeding can begin after 50km or on the start 
of the fourth lap.  There will be no feeding in the last 20km of the race, or after the eighth lap.   Port-o-
potties are located at various points along the route for riders to use.  No public urination is allowed.  
Portolets will be placed at various locations along the course and riders must use those.  For the road 
race, no free laps are allowed so riders must catch back on. 

 

STAGE 2 – ROAD RACE – TIME CUT  

Those riders falling behind by more than 20% of the finishing time of the pack, will be asked to 
withdraw from the race, but subject to the Commissaries discretion. 

 

STAGE 2 – ROAD RACE – TIME BONUSES 

The top three finishers of the stage 2 road race will receive the following time bonus: 

1. First place finisher receives a 20 second time bonus 

2. Second place finisher receive an 12 second time bonus 

3. Third place finisher receives a 8 second time bonus 

 

STAGE 2 – ROAD RACE – SPRINT CHALLENGE & TIME BONUS ES 

The Stage 2 Road Race will have three sprint challenges at the end of lap 7 to go, 5 to go, and 2 to go.  
The five riders to cross the line on sprint challenge laps will accumulate points throughout the stage 2 
road race.  The points for each sprint challenge lap will be awarded as follows: 

 

1. First place finisher receives 5 points. 

2. Second place finisher receives 4 points. 

3. Third place finisher receives 3 points. 

4. Forth place finisher receives 2 points. 

5. Fifth place finisher receives a 1 point. 

 

At the end of the stage 2 road race, the rider’s sprint challenge points will be added together and the riders 
with the most accumulated sprint points win cash and time bonuses as follows: 

       1.  First place overall receives a 6 second time bonus and $2,000. 

       2.  Second place overall receives a 4 second time bonus and $1,000. 

       3.  Third place overall receives a 2 second time bonus and $500. 

 

If there is a tie in the placing by points, the tie will be broken by final placing at the end of the race 
in favor of the higher placing rider. Riders must finish the race in order to keep their points and 
place in the final overall standings for the Challenge.  If the rider does not finish the race, the next 
rider in order with total points and finishes will receive the award.  
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STAGE 2 – HALF RACE AWARD 

 
The rider leading the race at the conclusion of the fifth lap will be recognized as the “half race” winner.  
The winner of the half race sprint MUST complete the entire race in order to qualify for the prize.  If 
the initial rider fails to finish the race, then the award passes on to the next placed rider who completes 
the event.

STAGE 3 – CRITERIUM – COURSE DESCRIPTION  

The course is a 155 Km or 72 miles (60 Laps) of a 1.2 mile circuit with four turns, and a long 
straightaway to the finish line.  The course is on residential streets of Elk Grove Village.  Please be aware 
and courteous of public and private property.  The start and finish line is located adjacent to the 
Hattendorf Center parking lot (225 Elk Grove Blvd.).  Feeding is not allowed in criteriums unless 
specifically authorized by the Commissaries.   

RIDER SIGN-IN / STAGING 

Rider sign-in will be located at the Hattendorf Center, 225 Elk Grove Blvd, Elk Grove Village 
Sign-in will open at 1:30pm and closes at 2:15pm.  Riders must be at sign-in and be available for staging 
and introductions by 2:30pm.  The Start and Finish line is located adjacent to the Hattendorf Center 
parking lot (225 Elk Grove Blvd.).  

 

STAGE 3 – CRITERIUM – TIME BONUSES 

The top three finishers of the stage 3 criterium will receive the following time bonus: 

1.  First place finisher receives a 20 second time bonus 

2.  Second place finisher receive an 12 second time bonus 

3. Third place finisher receives a 8 second time bonus 

 

STAGE 3 – CRITERIUM – SPRINT CHALLENGE & TIME BONUS ES 

The Stage 3 Criterium will have three sprint challenges at the end of lap 25 to go, lap 20 to go, and lap 10 
to go.  The five riders to cross the line on sprint challenge laps will accumulate points throughout the 
stage 3 criterium.  The points for each sprint challenge lap will be awarded as follows: 

 

1. First place finisher receives 5 points. 

2. Second place finisher receives 4 points. 

3. Third place finisher receives 3 points. 

4. Forth place finisher receives 2 points. 

5. Fifth place finisher receives a 1 point. 

 

At the end of the stage 3 criterium, the rider’s sprint challenge points will be added together and the riders 
with the most accumulated sprint points win cash and time bonuses as follows: 

       1.  First place overall receives a 6 second time bonus and $2,200. 

       2.  Second place overall receives a 4 second time bonus and $1,500. 

       3.  Third place overall receives a 2 second time bonus and $550. 
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If there is a tie in the placing by points, the tie will be broken by final placing at the end of the race 
in favor of the higher placing rider. Riders must finish the race in order to keep their points and 
place in the final overall standings for the Challenge.  If the rider does not finish the race, the next 
rider in order with total points and finishes will receive the award.  
 

STAGE 3 – HALF RACE AWARD 

 
The rider leading the race at the conclusion of lap 30 and leading into the beginning of lap 29 to go will 
be recognized as the “half race” winner.  The winner of the half race sprint MUST complete the entire 
race in order to qualify for the prize.  If the initial rider fails to finish the race, then the award passes 
on to the next placed rider who completes the event.   
 

STAGE 3 – PRIME LAPS   

The following primes are designated on the following laps: 

 
1. $300 Prime for the second Lap of the race 
2. $100 Prime for end of lap 55 to go. 
3. $100 Prime for end of lap 50 to go. 
4. $800 Prime for end of lap 45 to go. – Quarter way mark. 
5. $100 Prime for end of lap 40 to go 
6. $100 Prime for end of lap 35 to go. 
7. $1,000 Prime for end of lap 30 to go. – Half way mark second place prime. 
8. $100 Prime for end of lap 25 to go.  
9. $100 Prime for end of lap 20 to go.  
10. $800 Prime for end of lap 15 to go. – Three quarter way mark. 
11. $100 Prime for end of lap 10 to go. 
12. $100 Prime for end of lap 5 to go.

RIDERS OUT OF CONTENTION / LAPPED  

Riders out of contention or in danger of being lapped may be asked to withdraw by the Commissaires at 
their discretion. Riders refusing to withdraw will be disqualified and fined per the regulations. A time 
will be calculated for riders who are withdrawn from the race after 30 minutes have been complete.  
Riders lapped in the first 30 minutes will be placed DNF. 

REPAIR PITS / FREE LAPS 

There will be one repair pit at the intersection of Elk Grove Blvd and Victoria Lane where all free laps 
and mechanical repairs must be taken.  Riders must report to the official at the neutral pit to ensure the pit 
stop is for a legitimate mechanical issue in order to obtain a free lap.  The official has the discretion to 
decline a free lap in which case the rider must catch back onto the field.  Free laps are allowed until 5 
laps to go.   

Riders eligible for mid-Race or Sprint Challenge awards that are withdrawn under these conditions shall 
be deemed to have finished the race, maintaining their standings to that point.

Procedures 
The Tour of Elk Grove takes great pride in providing all cash winnings immediately upon the posting of final 
results.

You are required to return the prize money if you are disqualified for any reason including failing doping 
controls, the rider or team is required to return the prize money to the promoter.  Prize Money will be 
distributed after the event for all races. Teams must provide SEM with a list of riders who have placed in 
each race and for each rider receiving any other bonuses or primes the TEAM MANAGER MUST provide 
SEM with the rider’s name, license information and accumulated total to be collected.  Amounts will be 
verified and the accumulated total will be written to each team once all tax information is properly filled out 
and provided to SEM.
